BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Manville, in the County of Somerset and State of New Jersey, as follows:
WHEREAS, the County of Somerset is the owner of real property located in the Borough of Manville, Somerset County, New Jersey, known and designated as Lot1.01 in Block 276.01, Lot 43 in Block 291, Lot 28 in Block 302 and Lot 16.01 in Block 303 on the tax map of the Borough of Manville ("Property"); and 
WHEREAS, the Property, consisting of approximately 36 acres of land adjacent to the Millstone River, was purchased by the County with funds from the Somerset County Open Space and Farmland Preservation Trust Fund authorized and established pursuant to N.J.S.A.40:12-16 as a part of the Somerset County Open Space Master Plan; and 
WHEREAS, the property is currently vacant open and wooded land with approximately 4,000 linear feet of frontage on the Millstone River under the stewardship of the Somerset County Park Commission ("Commission"); and
WHEREAS, the Borough of Manville has requested the right to enter upon the Premises for the purpose of development, management and maintenance of the Premises; and 
WHEREAS, the County of Somerset has consented to same on the conditions set forth in the attached agreements; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor  & Council of the Borough of Manville have determined that entering into the attached agreements is in the best interests of the Borough of Manville; 
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED that:
1.	The Mayor, Borough Administrator, and Borough Clerk, in consultation with the Borough Attorney and Borough Engineer as needed, are hereby authorized to sign and enter into the attached Right of Entry Agreement and the attached Management & Use Agreement on behalf of the Borough of Manville.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE BOROUGH OF MANVILLE
LAND USE BOARD TO UNDERTAKE A PRELIMINARY INVESTIGATION FOR THE REDEVELOPMENT OF APPROXIMATELY 3.91 ACRES OF LAND KNOWN AS BLOCK 312.01, LOT 4 WITH ADDITIONAL LOTS 3.02, 5.02, 8, & 9


WHEREAS, the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law, N.J.S.A 40A:12A-1 et seq. provides a mechanism to empower and assist local governments in efforts to promote programs of redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law sets forth specific procedures for establishing an area in need of redevelopment; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A 40A:12A-6, prior to the Borough Council making a determination as to whether a particular study area qualifies as an area in need of redevelopment, the Borough Council must authorize the Manville Land Use Board, by Resolution, to undertake a preliminary investigation to determine whether the subject area meets the criteria of an area in need of redevelopment as set forth in N.J.S.A 40A:12A-5; and 

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Legislature amended the Local Redevelopment and Housing Law on September 6, 2013 to expand and clarify various provisions of same; and

WHEREAS, as required by the amendment to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-6, the Legislature has directed that the Resolution authorizing the Land Use Board to undertake a preliminary investigation state whether the redevelopment area determination shall authorize the Borough to use all those powers provided by the Legislature for use in a redevelopment area other than the use of non-eminent domain  (“Non-condemnation Redevelopment Area”) or whether the redevelopment area determination shall authorize the municipality to use all those powers provided by the Legislature for use in a redevelopment area, including the power of non-eminent domain( “Non-condemnation Redevelopment Area”); and

WHEREAS, the redevelopment area determination shall authorize the Borough of Manville to use all of the powers provided by the Legislature for use in a redevelopment area including the use of non-eminent domain, thus designating it a Non-Condemnation Redevelopment Area; and

WHERAS, the Borough of Manville wishes to direct the Manville Land Use Board to undertake a preliminary investigation to determine whether the proposed study area of approximately 3.91 acres known as Block 312.01 Lot 4 with additional Lots 3.02, 5.02, 8, and 9 as shown on the Manville Borough Tax Map qualifies as an area in need of redevelopment pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-5.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Manville, in the County of Somerset and State of New Jersey, that the Manville Borough Land Use Board is hereby directed to conduct the necessary preliminary investigation, including the holding of a public hearing, to determine whether the study area identified above is or is not an area in need of redevelopment under the criteria set forth in N.J.S.A. 40A:12A-1 et seq.; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Land Use Board shall submit its findings and recommendations to the Borough Council in the form of a Resolution with supporting documentation.

WHEREAS, the state insect of the Garden State of New Jersey is the honey bee (apis mellifera); and
WHEREAS, it is scientifically established that honey bees are of significant benefit to mankind, and to New Jersey in particular, by providing plant pollination, recreation for the beekeeper, honey, wax, and other beneficial hive products; and
WHEREAS, there are concerns regarding the prescriptive details on equipment use and the behavior of the honey bee as contained with the proposed regulations; and
WHEREAS, there are concerns that the proposed regulations will have an adverse effect on local bee keeping everywhere in New Jersey; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough of Manville, New Jersey wishes to go on record with New Jersey Department of Agriculture (NJDA) that the Borough of Manville is opposed to the proposed beekeeping regulations in their current form, which could have a detrimental effect on beekeeping in the State of New Jersey; and asks the New Jersey State League of Municipalities to work towards creating legislation with straightforward regulations based upon facts, science, and best management practices, which, in the aggregate, will protect both beekeepers and non-beekeepers with the State of New Jersey; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that copies of this resolution also be sent to: (i) the New Jersey Beekeepers Association, (ii) the Morris Somerset County Beekeepers Association, (iii) Raritan Valley Beekeepers Association and (iv) all Somerset County municipalities, urging them to oppose the adoption of the new beekeeping regulations as proposed by the New Jersey Department of Agriculture (NJDA).
NOW , THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to the State League of Municipalities requesting their assistance in creating legislation and regulations based on facts, science, best management practices which will protect bee keepers and non-bee keepers in the State of New Jersey.

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Senate Budget and Appropriations Committee took action on S1045 and S1046, which amend the Open Public Meetings Act and Open Public Records Act, respectively, on June 29, 2017; and 
WHEREAS, the Committee released the bills to the full Senate without recommendation because the bills are unnecessary, unpopular, and would result in significant financial and administrative burdens on municipalities; and 
WHEREAS,  the bills would impose a financial burden on municipalities that would not be offset by a revenue source other than the property tax, making the bills unfunded mandates prohibited by the New Jersey Constitution; and
WHEREAS, these bills will negatively impact daily operations, staff time and resources and increase the township’s exposure to liability and frivolous lawsuits; and
WHEREAS, both bills continue to exempt the Legislature from many of the requirements and in the interest of transparency and openness, the various exceptions in the Open Public Meetings Act and the Open Public Records Act that apply to the Legislature should be removed.  The rules that the legislation makes applicable to other governmental bodies should apply equally to all governmental levels and officials.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Manville, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey, that the Legislature is strongly urged to reject S1045 and S1046 and draft new legislation to modernize OPRA and OPMA while providing municipalities and clerks with the resources to effectuate these changes for the benefit of the public.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a certified copy of this Resolution be filed with the legislative sponsors of S1045 and S1046 and A2697 and A2699, the Speaker of the General Assembly, the President of the Senate, and the Governor, and all parties are urged to listen to the concerns of local officials and prevent S1045 and S1046 from becoming law.

1) The proposed Borough Tax Attorney Professional Services Agreement from Savo, Schalk, Gillespie, O’Grodnick, Fisher, P.A., in the form annexed to and made a part of this Resolution, is accepted.
2) This contract is awarded without competitive bidding as a “Professional Service” in accordance with N.J.S.A. 40:11-5(1)(a) of the Local Public Contracts Law;
3) The Mayor and Borough Administrator are hereby authorized to execute the attached Professional Services Agreement, as consistent with the terms of this Resolution, in the amount of $145.00 an hour, not to exceed $40,000.
4) A Notice of award of this contract shall be published once, in accord with N.J.S.A. 40:11-5(1)(a)(i).
5) The Chief Financial Officer shall provide a Certification of Funds.

COMMITTEE REPORTS AND COUNCIL COMMENTS
Councilman Petrone, as Chairperson of the Buildings and Grounds Committee reported that his committee met on February 5th with Administrator Bierwirth and Dept. of Public Works Supervisor LoMedico. He also stated that he is serving as a liaison to Code Enforcement.  Councilman Petrone discussed swapping borough owned lots on Manville Ave and by the Library.  He would like to transfer to offset the Green Acres properties to promote further development and is working with the Administrator and Engineer on this.  He stated that they are looking to into demolition of the property at 412 Huff Ave. and Supervisor Lo Medico is looking into pricing for such demolition.  The Borough is also looking to acquire properties at 127 Boesel Ave., 247 N 1st., 1114 and 1126 St. John Place for demo with assistance from a grant.  Councilman Petrone also reported that his committee are looking into the property at the end of May Place and looking into contacting owners of record.  He reported that there is a growing problem in town with Bagsters that are supplied through Waste Management.  People are leaving them at the curb for an extended amount of time and it is not appealing to the neighborhood.  They are looking to revise Ordinance 2017-1185 and revise the 10 day limit on bagsters.  Councilman Petrone also stated that there is a need to raise the $2 bulk waste stickers.  He reported that it’s been $2 since its inception in 1990.  Councilman Petrone stated with assistance from the Supervisor Lo Medico they will be working to removed garbage from vacant properties in the Valley.  They are doing a clean sweep and clean up the garbage and clean up the town.

Councilman Petrock, as Chairperson of the Finance Committee reported that his committee met on February 2nd with Police Department and Department of Public Works and on February 5th with Property Maintenance, OEM, Fire Department, Code Enforcement, and Uniform Fire Safety regarding 2018 budgets.  He stated that they are close to last year’s budget and still currently working on the budgets.  Each department has itemized budgets and the misc. accounts have been taken out.  This will be able to make the budgets more transparent.  He feels that there is great progress being made towards the budget.  Councilman Petrock states that his priority is keep budgets down but we need to take care of Manville also.  There is equipment that is old and too costly to repair.  He stated that need to focus on equipment, people, and safety issues of the town.  He will be meeting with Michael Pitts on the 16th of February to discuss cap on debt.  Councilman Petrock stated that there is a lot going on and they are putting their best effort to keep things down.

Council President Szabo, as Chairperson of the Progess and Development Committee reported that his committee will be meeting on the 21st of February.  He reported that he attended a meeting with the Rescue Squad and that January was the first highest month with over 100 calls in January.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilwoman Magnani, as Chairperson of the Policy, Planning, and Personnel Committee spoke also as the liaison to the Recreation Dept.  She reported that the Recreation Department started an Ukulele lesson program.  She reported that there were only 4 participants at the first meeting which she felt was due to poor weather conditions. Councilwoman Magnani also stated that Recreation was holding T-Ball, Softball, and Soccer registrations.  She reported that they had a parade meeting and would like to see a grander parade.  They will still work in conjunction with Mr. Gorbutak since this is his Memorial Day Parade.  The theme they discussed was “love of our country” and looking to instill that back into the community and honor our veterans.  Councilwoman Magnani said that she had attended the Blue & Gold Dinner with the Boy and Cub Scouts at the VFW.  She relayed how inspiring it was to see the youth of our community in such a great organization and suggesting donating to the Boy or Girl Scouts.  Councilwoman Magnani reported that Mr. & Mrs. Britt are creating a food bank at the Manville Reformed Church for our community and is looking for donations.  Councilman Petrone asked for a closed session at the next meeting on the 26th re PPP.  He reported that he will get more information about this to the Administrator and Attorney.

Councilman Skirkanish, as Chairperson of the Public Safety Committee stated that he attended the Main St. Project meeting and that the utilities are being marked off on Main St. This project is designed to improve pedestrian safety and should start by the end of the year.  Councilman Skirkanish reported that he attended the Vietnam Veteran Ceremony on January 27th at the VFW, Papawick Park Sign Dedication on February 2nd, and the Blue and Gold Dinner on the 11th.  Councilman Skirkanish wanted to express his thanks to the Mayor Onderko, to the Council, Attorney Maciag, Administrator Bierwirth, Police Dept. Chief Peltack, the Police Dept., the Fire Dept., auxiliary, and the staff at Borough Hall for their condolences with the passing of his mother, Mary Skirkanish.

Administrator Bierwirth reported that she has been working heavily on the budget in conjunction with Michael Pitts and the dept. directors.  She discussed the County Hazard Mitigation Plan worksheet and this meeting was attended by Mayor Onderko and Supervisor Lo Medico.  She reported that a grant application sponsored by the National Fish and Wildlife for $50,000 was submitted.  This would be a great asset for the Lost Valley Nature Park.  Manville should know the status of the grant by June.  Administrator Bierwirth reported that there was also a FMA planning grant towards various buyouts.  She feels they are making great progress.  She stated that she met again with the Green Team and discussed the painting of the rain barrels.  She explained that the water supply company will issue rebates for use of the barrels.  Administrator Bierwirth said that she attended the Street Smart Meeting and also the meeting at Roosevelt School.  She stated that their goal is to make the streets safer for pedestrians.  Administrator Bierwirth said that she also attended the Papawick Park Sign Dedication Ceremony and was honored to be a part of.  She attended the Joint Land Use Board meeting to hear the Ferber presentation.  She reported that she had been conduction interviews for open positions.  Administrator Bierwirth also reported that she would be meeting with the auditor and Michael Pitts on capital.

Mayor Onderko discussed that he attended the Papawick Park sign dedication on February 2, 2018.  He felt extremely proud to be part of the ceremony commerating the 50th anniversary of the death of Mayor Papawick.  There was a great turn out from the public and was well received by the community.  On Saturday, February 10th he stated that he attended the Operation Shoe-box event at the VFW.  He stated that it was extremely heartwarming to see the tremendous outpouring of people come together for such a terrific cause.  Mayor Onderko stated that he attended the Boy Scout Blue & Gold dinner held on Sunday, February 11th.  He felt that the Boy and Cub Scout is a very special organization and important to the youth of Manville.  He praised the leaders especially since they have had seven Eagle Scouts within the past couple of years.  Mayor Onderko stated that he will be attending a meeting on Tuesday, February 13th for the Main St. Reconstruction.  This will be very important in promoting and maintaining pedestrian safety.  Mayor Onderko also reported that he will be meeting with new Assemblyman Frierman.  He is eager to explain to the Assemblyman the needs and challenges of Manville.  Mayor Onderko will also express his concern that school funding to be addressed this year and that Manville gets a bigger piece of the funding pie, which is long overdue.  Mayor Onderko stated that he will be attending the County OEM Hazard update meeting on Thursday.  The goal is this meeting to make Manville more storm resilient and restore the flood plains back to their original state.  Two projects that need to be addressed are to move Dept. Of Public Works garages to higher ground and to move Fire Dept. # 1 and the Rescue Squad to higher ground.  He stated that there are grants through FEMA to move facilities.

Sandy Kopp, Jennifer Colucci  908 Boesel Avenue & 1334 Dominick Street – stated that they were there regarding the safety of the children walking in parking lots and crosswalks at Roosevelt School.  They are trying to set up a safety committee and would like to meet with a council member to discuss possible solutions. Chief Paltack has said this has been an ongoing problem and that the parents need to be educated on how to safely pick up their children. He stated that he would be willing to meet to see if anything could be done to combat this problem.  He stressed that the safety of the children is a top priority. Mayor Onderko stated that he would be of assistance if needed.  

Dayna Camacho, 950 Lincoln Avenue—asked how many members are on Joint Land Use Board. 
 
Mayor Onderko addressed her questions and said that he would get back to her to discuss why she hadn’t been considered for a position.

Ray Walsh, 26 North 17th.—Wanted to express great Manville pride that there are two former mayors on the council.  He also stated that the previous Food Bank did not have enough volunteers.  He also suggested that perhaps new businesses could be advertised on the backs of the agendas.

Mayor Onderko recognized his suggestions.

Joe Petero, 37 N. Orchard Avenue—Just wanted to express how impressed he was of the Police and Fire Departments how they handled a small fire at his property.

Mayor Onderko agreed.


Maria Janucik, 720 East Frech Avenue – wants to know that if there were 130 buy-outs with Green Acres how come there are 100 more students registered in the school district.

Mayor Onderko and Councilman Petrone addressed her questions.

Rudy Nowark, 100 Driscoll St.—stated as a former mayor he is concerned about the health safety of Manville and the legalization of marijuana.  He wants Manville to be the 1st Somerset County town to adopt an ordinance prohibiting the sale of marijuana.  

Mayor Onderko and Attorney Maciag addressed his concerns.

Sheila Lessing, 1133 Dukes Parkway—stated that she had received her green postcard and that her assessment went up yet no one had been there to assess her property.

Mayor Onderko explained the new reassessment program to her.


Heather Ball, 312 Clinton Avenue – wanted to know about the Green Acres swap and how it’s determined what get built on that land.

Mayor Onderko advised that it was the Joint Land Use Board that made this decision.


When no one else wished to comment, Mayor Onderko requested a motion to close the public portion.

Councilman Petrock, seconded by Councilman Skirkanish, made a motion to close the public portion.
