PRESENTATION-TREE CITY USA
Mayor Onderko explained Tree City USA is a nationwide movement for communities that provides framework to manage and expand public trees.  He further explained to be considered a Tree City, a municipality has to maintain a Tree Board, have a Community Tree Ordinance, spend at least $2 per capita on urban forestry, and celebrate Arbor Day.  He expressed how proud of the Borough he was for this accomplishment and thanked the Shade Tree Commission Chairperson Jack Kulhman and the members of the Shade Tree Commission for their outstanding effort and dedication.


Councilman Petrone on behalf of the Shade Tree Commission extended a special acknowledgment to Shade Tree Commission Member Joseph Markiewicz who has been a member since 1990. WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 39:4-138.6 provides that a municipality may mandate by ordinance the permissible distance a person may park a motor vehicle from a crosswalk, side line of a street or intersecting highway, or "stop" sign; and

	WHEREAS, the location set forth in Section 1 below provide for a parking stall to be located within 20 feet of a crosswalk; and

	WHEREAS, this governing body finds said distance to be permissible based on the characteristics of the location in question;

              Captions contained in this ordinance have been inserted only for the purpose of facilitation reference to the various sections, and are not intended and shall not be utilized to construe the intent and meaning of the text of any section.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Manville was awarded a grant for 2016 from the Somerset County  Community Block Grant Program in the amount of $75,000 for Manville Public Library Exterior Lighting; and
WHEREAS, bids were solicited for said project pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1, et seq. Local Public Law and seven bids were received on September 7, 2017; and
WHEREAS, Stan Schrek, P.E., Borough Engineer, recommended the lowest responsible bidder, Manor II Electric Inc. of Holmdel, NJ, be awarded the bid in the amount of $46,134.04 and has recommended this Change Order; and
WHEREAS, this change order adjusting the original authorized project is necessary in the amount of $8704.08  with a final payment due in the amount of $9,673.50 (which includes the release of a prior withheld 10% retainage in the amount of $5,073.85); and
WHEREAS, Van Cleef Engineering Associates recommends payment in the amount of $9,673.50 resulting in an overall final contract amount equal to $55,338.12.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Manville, County of Somerset, and State of New Jersey, that a final payment be made to Manor II Electric in the amount of $9,673.50 for Library lighting improvements.
Resolution #2018-78

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey has revised the animal cruelty law enforcement responsibilities within the State, removing the authority of the NJSPCA and moving this responsibility to the County Prosecutors’ offices and to the local municipalities via S3558 sponsored by Senator Lesniak; and

WHEREAS, May 1, 2018 is the deadline for all municipalities to name two Humane Law Enforcement Officers to serve as the individuals, appointed by the municipality, to implement and enforce animal cruelty laws locally; and

WHEREAS, the Public Safety Committee met on March 19, 2018 and was apprised by Sgt. Ronald Gazaway and Chief Mark Peltack of this legislation revision; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Manville is naming Brian Bradshaw and Nancy Gedbaw of the Somerset Regional Animal Shelter as its two Humane Law Enforcement Officers;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Manville, County of Somerset, and State of New Jersey that Brian Bradshaw and Nancy Gedbaw of the Somerset Regional Animal Shelter will serve the Borough of Manville in the capacity of Humane Law Enforcement Officers as required by the State of New Jersey.

COMMITTEE REPORTS AND COUNCIL COMMENTS

Councilman Petrone, as Chairperson of Public Buildings and Grounds Committee reported there had been work done on two abandoned properties.  There will be a meeting with Code Enforcement Supervisor Rinaldi to discuss the upcoming season for grass cutting and other areas that need to be addressed.  Councilman Petrone invited the public to the Arbor Day Celebration at the Library on Friday, April 27, 2018.  

Councilman Petrock, as Chairperson of the Finance Committee reported there was no meeting and he had no report.  

Mayor Onderko extended his thanks to the Council and the Staff for their cooperation in creating a fiscally responsible budget for the Borough.

Council President Szabo, as Chairperson of the Progress and Development Committee reported there will be meeting next Monday, April 30, 2018.

Councilman Skirkanish, as Chairperson of Public Safety Committee reported there will be meeting on Tuesday, April 24, 2018.  He also reported the Police Department will be having a prescription medicine take back on Saturday, April 28th at the Police Department from 10:00 AM to 2:00 PM.  Councilman Skirkanish reported he attended the Board of Health meeting on April 17th and the Board of Health will be looking into the local ordinance on roaming dogs and repeat offenders.  He also reported he attended the Firemen Board of Engineers meeting on April 17th and there have been 11 calls for April and 76 so far this year.  Councilman Skirkanish reported the Ladies’ Auxiliary will be having their annual Mother’s Day Flower Sale the week of Mother’s Day.  He also stated Fire Department #2 is in need of bigger “Don’t Block the Box” Signs and reminded the public to please don’t block the doors in front of the Firehouse.  Councilman Skirkanish reported the design phase for the new pumper firetruck is now complete and should arrive by next year from the manufacturer.  Councilman Skirkanish reminded the public to check their property from standing water in order to help prevent mosquitos with the warmer weather approaching.

Councilwoman Magnani, as Chairperson of Policy, Planning, and Personnel Committee reported there hadn’t been a meeting.  Councilwoman Magnani reported the Recreation Department is promoting a new Ad Campaign, “#Play Manville.”  The concept is to teach the children to eat properly, drink water, and to get involved in sports.  She also stated registration for the upcoming Weston Camp, sports camps, and swim lessons and pool badges will be starting soon.  Councilwoman Magnani reported the Library is sponsoring a Cupcake Competition on May 9th.  

Councilman Lukac, as Chairperson of the Department of Public Works, reported the committee will be meeting in a few weeks.  Councilman Lukac stated the Department of Public Works is temporarily patching potholes as needed and the sewer mains have been jetted out on South 3rd Ave.  He reported the DPW crews are getting the mowing equipment ready for the summer, have been lining the baseball fields, and starting to get the recreation pools ready for the summer.  Councilman Lukac stated the Somerset County Bridge Replacement is now moving forward for Phase 2 and remains on schedule as planned.  Councilman Lukac reported he attended the NJ League of Municipalities meeting on April 11th in Bound Brook and the topic of discussion was the opioid crisis in New Jersey.  He stated him along with the Mayor, members of the School Board, and parents attended the Senate hearing in Trenton on school funding formula.  

Administrator Bierwirth reported she had been working closely with CFO Michael Pitts as well as Phoenix Advisors on the upcoming Bond Sale.  She reported there has been work with Somerset County and HUD on Community Development Block Grants regarding  different projects that need to be done in the Borough.  Administrator Bierwirth stated she had met with Zoned Sports Academy and the agreement between them and the Borough has been signed. She reported she has also been working on the latest edition of the Manville News.  Administrator Bierwirth stated she had made a presentation on Rain Barrels at the April’s Seniors Meeting.    She reminded the public there will be a presentation on Rain Barrels and the Rebate Program given by Dr. Abrupta on Tuesday, April 24th.  Administrator Bierwirth informed the public about the special meeting of the Joint Land Use Board on Wednesday, April 25th.   She stated she has been working with Rich Norz from Norz Hill Farms to improve the Manville Farmer’s Market.  Administrator Bierwirth commented the Teamster Clerical Agreement is currently being worked on and the Borough is awaiting a call back from the Teamster Agent.  Administrator Bierwirth stated the Borough has been selected by the National Rolling Thunder Association to receive a Chair of Honor.  There will be a dedication ceremony at Borough Hall on May 14th.  

Mayor Onderko addressed the issue of liter and garbage debris along Main Street.  He stressed this issue is taken very seriously and the Department of Public Works keeps this issue in the forefront.  Mayor Onderko announced there will be a National Day of Prayer at the Somerset County Courthouse steps on Thursday, May 3rd.  Mayor Onderko stated him along with Councilman Lukac, School Board members, and parents attended the School Funding Formula Hearing in Trenton.  He reminded the public the Roosevelt Run and Little League Opening Day is on this Saturday, April 28th.
