	1.)	I am aware that the Borough of Manville retains a “Do-Not-Knock” Registry.

	2.)	I am aware that there are fines and penalties for failure to comply with the “Do-			Not-Knock” Registry, as follows:

Upon conviction for violation of any provision of this ordinance the maximum penalty shall be one or more of the following: (a)	a $200.00 Fine for a first offense; (b)	a $400.00 Fine for a second offense; and (c) for a third or subsequent offense a fine to be set by the Court, at not less than $500.00 and not to exceed $1,000.00, plus at the discretion of the Court a term of imprisonment in the County Jail for a period not to exceed ninety (90) days, and/or a period of community service not to exceed ninety (90) days.  Each and every day upon which a violation of any provision of this ordinance exists shall constitute a separate violation. Per Section 13.e. of this Ordinance, a third offense for violation of the Do Not Knock Registry shall result in a one-year revocation of the Borough of Manville license or permit for said person or entity.

	3.)	I will advise all Applicant’s employees and/or agents of said Registry.

	4.)	I will comply with the requirements of said Registry, as follows:

It shall be unlawful for any person or entity required to obtain a permit pursuant to this Ordinance to knock on the residence door, ring the residence doorbell, or to approach and seek contact from a resident registered on the Do Not Knock Registry; if a resident is approached in his yard and he advises the vendor or peddler that the residence is on the Do Not Knock Registry, the vendor or peddler shall immediately exit the premises and may not communicate with or solicit the resident.  Any person subject to this chapter who violates any provision of this section shall be subject to a maximum ordinance violation per offense as stated above.
