WHEREAS, on June 17, 2021, President Biden officially declared June 19th as Juneteenth National Independence Day, a US federal holiday commemorating the end of slavery in the United States; and

WHEREAS, celebration of Juneteenth reminds each of us of the precious promises of freedom, equality, and opportunity which are at the core of the American Dream

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, I, Richard M. Onderko, Mayor of the Borough of Manville, County of Somerset, State of New Jersey along with the Council hereby recognize Juneteenth National Independence Day in the Borough of Manville and call upon its residents to become aware of the significance of this celebration in American history and in the heritage of our great nation.
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
